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INTRODUCTION

The twenty-second documentary collection of the sequence ‘From the Archives of State Security’
traces out the development of the Border Troops of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria and their relations
with the repressive apparatus of the Bulgarian Communist Party. The theme regarding the guarding of
the Bulgarian borders during the period of socialism is interesting and multifaceted, but unfortunately
it is poorly developed and the literature related to this topic — scarce’.

The documents included in the volume have been promulgated for the first time and show the
‘voluntary’ isolation of Bulgaria and its citizens from the rest of the world against the Cold War that
started in 1947. Our country is on the firing line of this opposition due to our mutual border with
Greece, Turkey and socialist Yugoslavia, after its rupture with the USSAR. Indicative in this respect is a
telegram from ‘Kom’ division, Zlatograd, sent to the Minister of the Interior and the Commander of the
Border Troops, in which it is solemnly promised: ‘We will not spare our juvenile lives in order to lock the
border between two worlds and make it impregnable for the enemies! (see Document No. 24)

In these circumstances, only a few days before the proclamation of the People’s Republic, the
Law for the Establishment of Border Militia was promulgated (27 August 1946), by virtue of which the
Ministry of Interior is given the task to guard the Bulgarian State Border. During the autumn of the
same year the structural unit performing this tasked is renamed to Border Troops, whose ranks are
filled with young people subject to regular military recruitment. (see Documents No. 7-10).

The earliest evidence of the conditions of the borders and their guarding are connected with the
operation of the Allied Control Commission and the Soviet command in Bulgaria during the spring of
1946 when the forbidden border zones were outlined. (see Documents No. 5 and 6)°

At the Southern border of Bulgaria the military and political tension is accompanied by active
intelligence with the use of all possible powers and means, including the transfer of intelligence
groups across the border’. The intelligence activities, implemented by the Border Troops, are in close
collaboration with the State Security authorities and the People’s Militsia. The Ministry of Interior
leadership pays special attention to this activity via particular orders and instructions. They contain
a description of each separate task of the intelligence authorities of the Border Troops and the State
Security in the border zone and the coordination of the activities related to the ensuing, arresting and
the conduct of interrogations of the arrested offenders at the State Border are settled (see Documents
No. 11, 18, 21 and 42). The coordination between the abovementioned services is not always good
which leads to a lack of cooperation and work (see Documents No. 35 and 71 from the extended
electronic version).

Amongst the principal tasks of the Border Troops is the so called gangs* in the border zone which
are though to have been supported by the opposing intelligence services with a view to attract and
persuade more people to treason of the motherland and diversions on Bulgarian territory. During
the spring of 1950 the establishment of a new special division to the State Security is envisaged
to investigate the current thugs. Significant measures for the clampdown are introduced in the
surrounding districts where there are swashbuckling activities — patrols are amplified and additional
secret posts and ambushes are introduced. (see Documents No. 22 and 23)°.

The unsettled issues regarding the delimitation of the borders between Bulgaria and Greece
along Maritsa River lead to serious incidents in this region, in which not only border subdivisions
are involved, but also army forces from both countries (see Document No 50). In early 1950s while
performing the decisions of the party an intense construction of engineering and technical equipment
for security is commenced, as well as the mining of the borders, with our Southern neighboring
countries (see Documents No. 33 and 36). During that period a significant attention was paid on
the engineering and technical equipment at the border. In 1959 the electronic equipment is put into
operation, which during the next several decades becomes a main means in the security services (see
Document No. 85).

Besides the incidents on the islands of Maritsa River, the period up to the end of 1950s is
characterized by an array of armed confrontations and serious violations. Iconic in the history of
the Border Troops remains the incident at the ‘Roman Bridge’ and the death of Lieutenant Vergil
Vaklinov, described in details in several documents (see Documents No. 57 and 58). The documents
in question are arranged one after another in the book as an exception for the principle of chronology.

In compliance with an order of the Council of Ministers No 1057 dated 20 June 1962 and Order
No 228 dated 20 June 1962; the Border Troops are assigned to the Ministry of National Defense, with
the exception of the contra-intelligence - division V, Border Troops Directorate the Cross Border
Points (CBP). Essentially, the functions of division V are terminated and those of the Cross Border
Point are transmitted to the Second directorate of State Security. In 1972 the Border Troops are again
placed the authority of the Ministry of Interior®.

The issue of Border Troops is inevitably associated with the cross-border escapes. This act is
defined as harmful for the society and a thread for the country’s security. It is a source for receiving
from the enemy intelligence of military, political, industrial, technical and other information from
the country. For that reason the escape itself is considered one of the most serous crimes against the
state’. During the 1970s the whole State Security apparatus participates in the tracing, prevention and
averting of the escapes (see Document No. 67). Border Troops Directorate works in close cooperation
with the Second general directorate of the State Security and conducts in the southern and western
border zones active operational events in order to detect channels for transition of Bulgarians as
well as citizens from the socialist countries across the border. In a report dated 27 October 1978
a psychological profile of the fugitive is worked out. It is believed that these are people at 18 - 26
years of age on average, with no good education and upbringing. Their motives for escape are not
often connected with any specific political reasons and in most of the cases the persons are drawn by

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‘adventurism’. There are lots of cases of escapes of people in service of the Bulgarian People’s Army
as well as criminals looking for a way to avoid criminal liability (see Document No. 74). One of the
reasons that stand out in a great number of the attempts for violations at the border is that the citizens
of the former socialist countries who want to escape to the West through Bulgaria in most of the cases
are identified as tourists®.

It is also evident from the documents of the security services how the political changes in the
country are reflected on this specific structural unit of the Ministry of Interior and the border security.
At the beginning of 1989 the engineering and technical equipment is planned to be reinforced (see
Document No. 91), and in the next year a decision is already taken for it to be gradually dismantled
from the western border (see Document No. 97). The latter is imposed by the ‘ongoing dynamic
changes in the overall socio-political life in the country and the further expansion of the democracy
in our country’

The collection ,,State Security and Border Troops’ contains of 97 documents and the extended
electronic version - 236 documents united in a chronological principle. In compliance with the
requirements of Access and Disclosure of Documents Act and the announcing of affiliation of
Bulgarian citizens to the State Security and PC of the Bulgarian People’s Army in an insignificant part
of the documents some delicate information has been obliterated.

More than 300 archival units have been reviewed in the work process. The published documents
are mainly taken from the official archive of the Ministry of Interior. (AKPIOITIBIZICPCEHA -
M) from the funs of: the Secretariat of the Ministry of Interior (f. 1) and division V Border Troops
Directorate (f. 14). Partially, some materials some materials are involved from the documentary
heritage of the National Intelligence Service (AKPJOIIBITICPCBHA - P), and for the period from
the 1970s and the end of 1980s documents from the Military Police and Military Contra-intelligence
Office have been used (AKPOOIIBI'TCPCBHA - BK).

It is hardly possible that the current issue exhausts with regard to the rich subject-matter the
theme related to the Bulgarian state borders’ security during the period of socialism. Its principal task
is to lay the grounds and to attract the interest of society and mainly those of the researchers in the
archive files of Commission, which have a lot more to tell.
