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Documents were dispersed across many 

institutions 

• Centre for the Documentation of the Consequences 
of Totalitarianism: operative and agency materials.  

• Office of the Prosecutor General temporarily took over 
criminal files in order to continue the rehabilitation process; on 31 May 

1996 files were handed to then State Archives of Latvia (now 
unit of the National Archives of Latvia - NAL) 

• State Archives of Latvia (NAL): files of persons presecuted 
for anti- state crimes; files and card index of deported and “filtered” 
persons; files of soviet anti- partisan combatants; card index of 
national partizans etc. 

• Ministry of Interior: commands and instructions of Latvian and 
USSR KGBs; educational materials 

• Police Academy: library of Latvian KGB 

 



Access to the KGB records kept in 

the Latvian Archives 

• Despite the reference to the law “On Archives” 

(1991) the “Law on Archives” didn’t have any 

regulations regarding the KGB records 

• Special access conditions were not stipulated 

also in the new Archives Law which came into 

the force in 2011  

• In compliance with EU data protection directive 

95/46/EC Latvian Parlament adopted national 

Data Protection Law in 2000

• The electronic information system of the 

Latvian SSR KGB was created in the 70's. 

• The Documentation Center (SAB TSDC) has 

at its disposal a reconstructed automated 

information system "ASIO "Delta Latvija" of 

the former Latvian SSR KGB anti-intelligence 

system providing data for 35,656 people and 

about 8,000 KGB informers agents, persons 

• Contains information about 60,000 people

Latvian SSR KGB research commission 

• Latvian SSR KGB research commision was established 
in August 20, 2014 by the Decision of Cabinet of 
Ministers of Latvian Republic; ( 14 members (from NAL 2 
members), 20 researchers, budget 250 000 EUR per 
year ( 3 years); 

• Commision during 3 years will take decision what will be 
done with the documents (status-Secret) keeping now in 
the Centre for the Documentation of the Consequences 
of Totalitarianism (Bureau of Defence of Latvia ) 
Constitution) 

• Latvian SSR KGB research commision  up to now  have 
4 volumes of research works, organizes conferences etc.
